	Key Purpose of Post

	· To undertake and implement work/care/support programmes with individuals and groups to enable access to learning for pupils and to assist the teacher in the management of pupils and the classroom.  Work may be carried out in the classroom or outside the main teaching area.  
· To facilitate access to the curriculum and whole school environment for Deaf children / young people and to support the social and emotional wellbeing of children and young people by adopting an attachment aware and trauma informed approach to all practice. Applying agreed strategies for managing wellbeing including classroom management that foster a nurturing and Emotion Coaching approach.
· Provide detailed and regular feedback to teachers on pupils’ achievement, progress 

and problems


	Main Responsibilities of Post

	· Supervise and provide particular support for deaf pupils, ensuring their safety and access to learning activities.
· Provide feedback to pupils in relation to progress and achievement under guidance of the teacher.
· Assist with the development and implementation of Individual Education Plans, Social, Emotional and Wellbeing Plans and Personal Care programmes.
· Accurately record and provide detailed and regular feedback to teachers on pupils’ achievement, progress, needs and other relevant issues.

· Promote positive pupil wellbeing, dealing promptly with conflict and emotional dysregulation in line with established policy and fostering an attachment aware and trauma informed approach.
· Assist with the planning of learning activities and provide clerical and admin support, such as photocopying and other relevant tasks.
· Be aware of and comply with policies and procedures relating to child protection, health, safety and security, confidentiality and data protection, reporting all concerns to an appropriate person. 


· Attend and participate in relevant meetings as required and participate in training, learning activities and performance development as required and as appropriate to the role.
· Assist with the supervision of pupils out of lesson times, including before and after school and at lunchtime.
· Accompany teaching staff and pupils on visits, trips and out of school activities and take responsibility for a group under the supervision of the teacher.
A Band 6 SSW will also:

· Liaise with and take responsibility for multi agency working with relevant professionals under the guidance of a teacher.

· Implement planned activities and supervise students in out of lesson clubs / activities.
· Be responsible for maintaining records, information and data, producing analysis and reports as required.
· Assist in the development of lessons, worksheets, programmes for implementation

and implement lessons, worksheets and programmes under the guidance of a teacher.
· Attend planning meetings and carry out related tasks as directed by a teacher
· Prepare, maintain and use equipment and resources required to meet the lesson plans and relevant learning activity and assist pupils in their use.
· Understand and maintain specialist equipment such as audiology equipment. Check quality and safety, undertake specialist repairs when possible and refer to appropriate people for check / repair if necessary                                                              

· Fulfil the role of a CSW for adults who work within the service and the mainstream school (staff who hold BSL level 3), when a Qualified BSL / English interpreter is not available / necessary
· Any other duties as directed by the teacher in charge.
