As a candidate you will be expected to demonstrate your ability to meet the special knowledge, experience and qualifications required for the role by providing evidence in the application form for the purpose of shortlisting. Applicants with disabilities are only required to meet the essential special knowledge requirements shown by a cross in the end column of this section.

The employee competencies are the minimum standard of behaviour expected by the Council of all its employees and the management competencies outlined are those relevant for a post operating at this level within our organisation. 

Both sets of competencies will be used at interview stage and will not be used for short listing purposes.  
	Key Purpose of Post: 

	To provide a scanning, indexing and document management service for the Planning and Building Control services.

To assist in the continual evolution of electronic document management services through the receipt/scanning of planning and building control files, plans and other documentation.

To help ensure the Development Services Section makes the maximum contribution to the regeneration of Bradford and the achievement of a sustainable district.



	Main Responsibilities of Post: 

	

	To electronically scan planning and building control applications and supporting documentation, from multiple formats including paper and microfiche.
Respond to requests made by the public and officers, to electronically scan historic planning and building control applications and supporting documentation, from multiple formats including paper and microfiche, making them available to the public if appropriate.

To electronically index documentation using bespoke software.

To check the quality and accuracy of the document images and indexing with particular regard to the sensitivity of documentation that will be processed.
To import and export documents and plans electronically in electronic format from external and internal sources, for example from the Planning Portal.

To assist in maintaining electronic public registers which are available for public and staff use at all times.

To input, retrieve and print information from the computer system as required.

To keep records both on the computer and in manual systems.

To comply with the terms of legislation relating to data protection.
To administer mail, retrieve mail from the mail room, open, scan disseminate as appropriate, in addition to taking mal to the post room on behalf of the Planning and Building Control services.
To undertake other duties as required by Senior Management and any others which may be necessary for the smooth running of the section and to maintain a consistently high quality of service.

To provide training and guidance to trainees, new and seconded members of staff.
