The employee competencies are the minimum standard of behaviour expected by the Council of all its employees and the management competencies outlined are those relevant for a post operating at this level within our organisation.

	Key Purpose of Post: 

	The  Specialist  Wellbeing and Therapeutic Support Practitioner will work under an agreed system of management and supervision  across the Specialist Teaching and Support Services  to support  children and young people aged 0-25yrs experiencing mild to moderate social, emotional and mental health difficulties in school  and who do not already have access to the NHS Mental Health and Support Team (MHST).The intervention is short term and part of the graduated response to support the work of the  service  and ensuring a timely intervention as part of a preventative  model. 
· To work collaboratively  with schools/education settings  to support emotional wellbeing concerns and needs in 1:1  or small groups interventions

· To provide  evidence based interventions and child focussed approaches  to support  (not exclusively)  worry, anxiety and low mood, resilience and  mindfulness

· To complement the professional work of the service using specific knowledge and expertise to plan and deliver support, therapeutic interventions and learning activities for pupils who have SEMH needs
· To provide specialist support, advice and  guidance as part of a team ensuring the SEMH needs of pupils are  supported consistently
· To work directly with pupils  in  schools and education settings  to ensure a high standard of wellbeing and emotional support  so that children and young people have  timely support to  encourage  positive engagement 
· To  deliver  low intensity,  evidence based bespoke  programmes supporting emotional regulation and wellbeing of  children and young people  to encourage  re engagement with learning and social interactions


	Main Responsibilities of Post: 

	· To  develop and deliver effective intervention strategies and bespoke learning programmes on a 1:1 and small group basis; including therapeutic programmes and approaches that meet the needs of pupils with SEMH needs at school /education establishment 
· To provide  support and guidance to staff in relation to approaches in the classroom and school environment to support  emotional regulation and positive wellbeing of pupils
· To monitor and review the success of specific and appropriate interventions for pupils to support emotional regulation and development of positive attachments within the service, ensuring the assess, plan, do, review process is consistent and effective and ensures high quality provision at all times
· To make regular contact with parents/carers ensuring open communication and sharing of information in relation to the young person to allow the development of positive attachments and support emotional regulation, including facilitating meetings in settings
· To personally adhere to and always act within child protection policies, Keeping Children Safe in Education and procedures reporting any concerns in line with the school policy and the Bradford Safeguarding Board and bringing to the attention of a designated safeguarding lead 

· To support pupils to transition to their host school, including setting up integration plans, accompanying pupils to schools and working with host schools to ensure that they are equipped and trained to meet the needs of the pupils in particular to MNHES
· To support the service in writing individual development plans for pupils who have SEMH needs.   Carrying out risk assessments in relation to individual pupils and ensuring all staff are equipped with up to date, accurate information related to pupils’ needs and strategies for working with them in the classroom.
· To work collaboratively with staff and home schools to raise awareness of the needs of individual pupils and ensure appropriate strategies are used to facilitate access to positive learning experiences in the classroom and removing barriers to learning for pupils with SEMH needs
·  Promote healthy lifestyles and positive mental health and wellbeing 

· Liaise with the school Safeguarding  lead where other agencies might need to be involved

·  Organise events for parents aimed at improving their ability and confidence to give young people support and direction to build resilience

·  Arrange and deliver relevant training for staff as appropriate
·  Arrange for monitoring and evaluation of activities, ensuring that student voice is sought and heard; amend plans on the basis of evidence available; provide written assessments of impact as required 

· Maintain up to date knowledge of local and national provision for Mental Health, and of research, policy and practice in relation to young people’s emotional health and wellbeing. 

· Work within agreed frameworks regarding safeguarding, confidentiality and professional practice 
· Assist the leadership team in the development and review of policies and practices relating to therapeutic intervention
· Liaise with staff and host schools and other professionals to ensure appropriate sharing of information and to develop wider knowledge across the service of an approach pupils in relation to wellbeing and emotional regulation.

· Work in partnership with external agencies: such as CAMHS, and a range of other appropriate external agencies to ensure that pupils who are identified as requiring therapy / counselling / other specialist support and intervention which is over and above that of the work of the service is accessed in an appropriate and timely manner
· Liase  and  regularly meet with other Well being Practitioners  across the wider service  to  share good  practice and co produce  intervention programmes

· To continue to undertake  personal development  to maintain  high quality  Service delivery
